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Arthouse1: Feature Film Meets Art

April 30, 2009, Arlington, VA — In partnership with the Washington Film Institute, Art Outlet presents Arthouse1, a video and installation art and film exhibition which promises a classic, rambling combination of many things moving: video projection of stills; abstract and representational videos, that include sine waves, ballet and a Barbi doll; a Japanese DJ accompanied by an accomplished live performers; a feature-length comedy film; and of course the requisite cash bar. And of course, of course the show is being held in the open, inviting lobby and basement of a not-yet-built-out condo in an easy-to-get-to-spot—12th Street right off U.

This is the third year for an Art Outlet video/interactive media show, the first being the original FLIK, curated by Joshua Barlow, a showcase of Flash moviemaking in 2007, followed by FLIK Interactive in 2008, in partnership with Art Whino, and this year, in partnership with The Washington Film Institute, Arthouse1. The name is the brainchild of Washington Film Institute founder John Hanshaw, and as it implies, he hopes Arthouse1 will be the first of many.

The comedy feature film, “The Boss Of It All,” directed by Lars Von Trier was selected by John Hanshaw, and multimedia projections and installations have been curated by Art Outlet. 

The Art Outlet artists selected are Aaron Quinn Brophy, Andrea Collins, Rosemary Feit Covey, Phil Davis, David London, Carolina Mayorga, Joe Reinsel, Duy Tran, Lloyd Wolf and one or two more to be announced.

The event will take place at 1939 12th Street NW (Green line U St./Cardozo) on Saturday, May 16 from 7 pm to midnight.

The first film screening starts in the basement at 7:15 pm and artists talks and presentations on the first floor will start at 9 pm.
