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Art High and Low + Big Ideas = Arthouse1
May 8, 2009, Arlington, VA — On Saturday night, May 16, in partnership with the Washington Film Institute , Art Outlet is offering the chance to trade tourists for culture at Arthouse1 , a video and installation art and film exhibit that’s a little visceral, a little composed, a little rambunctious, a little meditative, a little camp, a little random and more than a little smart.

Empty storefronts are Art Outlet’s stock and trade, and the one at 1939 12th Street NW (Green line U St./Cardozo) includes a basement for this upstairs / downstairs exhibition. Downstairs, audiences can see a showing (at 7:15 and 10:30 pm) of the feature film, The Boss Of It All, by Danish director Lars Von Trier, selected by John Hanshaw of the Washington Film Institute. The Chicago Tribune’s Michael Phillips described it as “Bone-dry but completely assured, both in its visual strategy and its wry deconstruction of the workplace comedy genre.”

Upstairs, multimedia projections and installations curated by Art Outlet begin at 7 pm and last until midnight. This is Art Outlet’s third video/interactive media show. Upstairs artists will be on hand to introduce their work from 9 - 10 pm. At 10:00 pm Yoko K. with special guest Kolai (Asahra Music) will perform (FREE).
Proof of the D.C. area’s video and photography community's depth and diversity is evident in the Art Outlet selections for the show:

Aaron Quinn Brophy is creating a site-specific installation out of the meat of light, our transient wholeness and ineluctable disintegration.

Andrea Collins turns idiosyncratic visual language of iconography and allegory into a one-take meditation on violence and the opposable thumb.

Rosemary Feit Covey combines original art work and music to find artistic meaning in loss and illness.

Phil Davis’s darkly comedic building and destroying story involves repetition, endurance, destruction and spectacle.

Pat Goslee’s abstract, pattern-driven and meditative sensibility arcs from canvas to the screen to present energy in layers of patterns and colors.

David London’s magic is magical.

Carolina Myorga‘s video sculpture that involves time by never evolving reminds us that war, as much as money (our current obsession), unites the world.

Joe Reinsel is interested in the immersive qualities of his piece brought on by its simplicity.

26-year old Duy Tran, “The birth of Super Intelligence may be the last invention we ever create.”

Lloyd Wolf uses photography to channel one of the sorrows of our crazy city into scenes for the world.
