Der Kunstladen’s reception will feature the art of two incredibly prolific German artists, Nicole Grimm, and Sabine Strohbach (of the improve theatre Drama Light). The two artists will be creating and showing a video about dream movement, a sound-based room installation, paintings, photography, an interactive, twitter-based installation mounted in the storefront window of Der Kunstladen, and a live dream lottery/ interactive puppet theater show.
