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Location, location, location—it doesn’t necessarily mean what it used to.

March 26, 2009, Arlington, VA  — "Location" doesn’t mean just one or two good ones anymore. For example, a smattering of 60s-era buildings on a busy suburban through fare is not where you expect to find a one-night mash up of art with an attitude bursting forth from a second-story storefront. But that’s what’s happening at 3213 Columbia Pike, in South Arlington, VA, April 18, 2009, 6 pm – 12 pm when Art Outlet brings Flux—An Art Sensory Overload, to JaziRock Studio. 

Art Outlet, an Arlington-based all volunteer arts organization, is working with neo-graffiti artist Kevin Irvin aka Jazi Rock and the Columbia Pike Revitalization Organization (CPRO) to bring the show and event to this not-necessarily-arty neighborhood. Kevin already makes his art happen at the address, which houses JaziRock Studio. For a night Art Outlet will step it up with 40 artists and performers, live art, audience generated art and poetry and video projection both inside and outside of the studio.  

Experiences that add value to communities are less accessible than ever, given the economic crunch. That makes Art Outlet and the partnerships it brokers on behalf of artists and community life are more important than ever. According to Art Outlet President and founder Henrik Sundqvist, “Engaging local communities in art is a big part of Art Outlet’s mission. Big cities and cool urban neighborhoods all have their art scenes, but we think that experience should be accessible to anyone. So why not a big, free art overload out on the Pike? 

CPRO Executive Director Jim Whittaker agrees. “We see the arts as a key ingredient in achieving our community’s vision for a revitalized Columbia Pike. So, we are very excited to help Art Outlet bring Flux here. 

 A week before Flux is also co-sponsored by Neo-graffiti artist Kevin Irwin aka Jazirock. Self-taught and sought-after Kevin Irwin aka Jazirock, will hold a show of his graffiti work on Friday, April 10, 2009, 8 pm – 10 pm, at Jazirock Studio, 3213 Columbia Pike, South Arlington, VA.
